I notice that Broadway is not planning to re-
open until January. Similiarily most of the DC area 
live theatres have announced they will be closed 
for the rest of the year. The Ivy League has can-
celed college football for this season, and West 
Point has canceled all class reunions for this fall. 
Closer to home, I have heard that Fairfax County 
Senior Centers may not reopen until next January. 
It may be a while before we can dance again. 

The good news is that Zoom Virtual Square 
Dancing is becoming quite popular. If you check 
the Calendar of Events you will find a number of 
reguar zoom dances to include classes. While I 
have not been able to identify all of them, I have 
been told that they are available every day of the 
week. Another plus is that there are no geographic 
limits to zoom dances. I have been told that 
dancers have joined from all over the world. I 
would appreciate being told about any that are up-
coming. Since I am recovering from a hip replace-
ment, I have not been able to participate in any — 
YET.  

If you examine the Calendar of Events and 
Special Dances Flyers you will see that almost 
everything has been canceled. Two exceptions are 
Eric Henerlau’s Indiana Power Plus the end of July, 
and the Alabama State Convention the end of Au-
gust. Eric emailed me that they were holding his 
dance “with safety protocols”. The Alabama folk 
emailed me “ we have every intention of hosting 
our convention. Never know what the rules will be 
at that time - but we remain positive it will happen”. 
I intend to follow up and see how these dances go. 

Finally I must apologize for this issue being late. 
Until the last couple of days I have not been able 
to sit at my computer for any length of time. How-
ever I seem to have turned a corner in my recovery 
and here is the issue. The next issue will be Sep-
tember although I reserve the option to make it a 
double September/October issue.

Ater months of either ongoing isolaion or franic work 

at essenial jobs, WASCA dancers need a get-away.  This 

month’s column will fill your brain with cherry blossom facts, 

then provide several Zen-like outlets for relaxing your dance-

deprived body. 

Cherry blossom trees, also called sakura, belong to the 

genus Prunus.  They flourish in the temperate zones of the 

Northern Hemisphere: Japan, Taiwan, Korea, China, Nepal, 

India, Pakistan, Afghanistan, Iran, Myanmar, Thailand, Eu-

rope, the US, Canada and West Siberia.  The most well-

known species is the Japanese cherry, prunus serrulate. 

Japan boasts over 200 culivars, the most popular of 

which is the Somei Yoshino.  Its flowers are almost pure 

white, inged with pale pink near the stem.  This variety was 

named ater the village Somei and was developed mid- to 

late-19th Century at the end of the Edo period, beginning of 

the Meiji period.  Ficional stories oten anachronisically 

place these trees in the Edo period. 

Winter blooms, Prunus subhirtella, flower in the Fall and 

coninue irregular blooming throughout the Winter.  They 

are said to be a cross between the edohiganzakura, the 

Tokyo Higan cherry (P. incisa) and mamezakura (P. pendula). 

The yaezakura trees are full of large, pink flowers; this 

writer’s personal favorite, the weeping cherry (shi-

darezadura), develops iny flowers along its cascading, 

“weeping” branches like weeping willows. 

Interesingly, both blossoms and leaves are edible and 

considered foodstuffs in Japan, where cooks pickle the flow-

ers in salt and umezu (ume vinegar) and use them to flavor 

wagashi, a tradiional Japanese sweet, or anpan, a sweet 

bun.  Special occasions like weddings use salt-pickled blos-

soms in hot water (sakurayu) instead of green tea.  Saku-

ramochi is a sweet, pink-colored rice cake () with a  (anko) 

center, wrapped in a  (sakura) leaf that has been pickled in 

salt water.  The cherry blossom seed should not be con-

sumed, but the iny porion of fruit can be processed as pre-

serves. 

Of course, you’ve missed square dancing; plus, you’re ei-

ther cooped up, exhausted or just plain restless.  Never 

mind, here are a few YouTube sites to soothe your covid-

ired self:

Virtual Square Dancing

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     In January of 2020, news reports began to 
mention an unusual virus that broke out in China. 
I didn’t think too much about it. I figured it would 
be similar to the SARS or MERS outbreak and 
stay mainly contained in China. By February the 
reports were getting more concerned about the 
spread of the virus, but life was still going on as 
usual. In March, the WASCA Festival, the large 
dance festival weekend in Northern Virginia, was 
canceled. Local dances soon canceled as well. 
Then came the announcement of a mandatory 
stay at home order. Practically overnight we went 
from dancing multiple times a week to no dancing 
at all. It left a big hole in our lives and the lives of 
many others. My husband said that this would kill 
square dancing.  
     What to do with all of the time we now had on 
our hands? I could finally get to all of those clos-
ets that needed cleaning out. I did yard work, 
painted a few rooms, cleaned out the garage, etc. 
I’m sure other dancers did the same thing. But 
there was still a big hole in our lives. We missed 
dancing. Plain and simple, we missed dancing 
and the camaraderie that accompanies it.  
     In late April, the members of Capital Squares 
in Richmond, VA, an A2 group, were contacted 
by our caller, Jeremy Butler of Virginia Beach. 
Would we be interested in trying to dance using 
a Zoom platform? Many of us jumped at the 
chance. It would be a little different than what we 
were used to. Jeremy was going to call mini 
squares with only heads. This meant that there 
would be 2 or 3 phantoms in each square de-
pending on whether singles or couples partici-
pated. It was hard, and those pesky phantoms 
kept moving around on us! Hearing the familiar 
music got our hearts pumping, and even though 
we made mistakes, we were dancing! It brought 
smiles to our faces as we realized how much we 
missed dancing. 
      Fortunately, Jeremy was scheduled to call for 
the Dixie Cups, an Ashland, VA based DBD 
group. Instead of canceling the dance, I asked 
him if he would be willing to do a Zoom DBD 
dance. He said yes, and for the very first DBD 

dance, we had 48 computer connections (couples 
and singles)! This showed how much people 
missed dancing and wanted to participate! Now, 
for Dixie Cups, we can offer a virtual “dance” in-
stead of just canceling. If a caller is willing to use 
the Zoom platform, it’s great. If they can’t, then Je-
remy has generously agreed to fill in. So, the Dixie 
Cup schedule will be followed. Both the A2 Capital 
Squares and the DBD Dixie Cups post their 
dances on the website, “Where’s the Dance?”, the 
magazine, “Calls ’N Cues”, and in the WASCA 
Dances email group. Contact information is 
posted should anyone wish to join the fun! 
     The participation has been wonderful – most 
of the club members are joining us regularly and 
it gives us a chance to see old friends and briefly 
chat. We have also had participants from Aus-
tralia, Austria, Sweden, California, and other 
places. They are attending frequently and I sus-
pect will become friends in time. Mainstream and 
Plus dancing are popping up, and if you search 
the Internet, you can find them. There is a main-
stream/plus dance in Australia, and I believe it is 
at 7:30am Eastern time. I think it would be fun to 
join these groups. 
     Far from being dead, square dancing is very 
much alive and evolving. Having a caller call from 
a computer doesn’t sound any different than 
being in a room with him or her. Heads face the 
computer. Right now we are dancing as singles 
or couples with phantoms. Some people are 
dancing in small groups of four and don’t have to 
deal with the phantoms. It is our hope that as 
things improve, we will be able to have full 
squares at home. That is, eight people meeting 
at individual homes to dance. It could be a very 
long time before we will be able to dance in a 
room full of people. Virtual dancing will keep 
square dancing alive 
and may even become 
a permanent part of the 
dance world, especially 
for those that don’t have 
local callers or to allow 
for remote lessons.

I’ve experienced log-ins from 
everywhere in the US, England, France, 
Germany, Sweden, Japan and Australia 
including many friends, and many new 
friends I’d otherwise never meet. How cool 
is that? The downside, is most dances are 
limited to 100 connections.

plus dance on July 14th at 730 PM. This is 
an honor for me, to be in the same virtual 
room as Bill! Check the WASCA Facebook 
page, WASCA Dancers or MDSDF email 
notification, or look for the announcement 
in this issue of CallsNCues.

There are many other opportunism, Ett

days. Gary Felton and I will be starting a 
“Fundamentals of Advance” on Wednes-
day July 15th, Jeremy Butler does A2 on 
Thursdays.  Dixie Cups and Crossfires 
clubs do Plus DBD on Sundays with vari-
ous callers.  This is just a sample of op-
portunities.

Here are some hints for your next 

dance. 
 
1. If you have another couple you are 

comfortable with, invite them over.  If not, 
most couples are most comfortable danc-
ing in the Couple #3 position. 

 
2. Place your computer so the caller 

can see all of you, down to your feet. 
 
3. Avoid any lighting behind you. Your 

camera will auto-correct for you lighting 
and lights or windows behind you make 
you look grey in the video.  For best re-
sults, put lighting next to, or behind the 
computer screen.

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4. Use the Zoom Settings before joining 
a session to adjust your video. Zoom does 
not necessarily use your computer’s de-
fault speaker and microphone, so you 
should test them before-hand (there are 
selection and test buttons on both). 

 
4. Dances will start promptly, almost to 

the second of the announced time. How-
ever, most Zoom sessions will open early, 
15 or even 30 minutes before the dance.  
Try to log in at least 10 minutes before the 
start time.  While some zoom sessions will 
let you automatically sign in, most of them 
required the host to accept you into the 
dance. 

 
5. Before the dance starts, use the 

Gallery View (upper right-hand corner) to 
look at the other dancers logged-in.  Pick 
out a couple you want to watch, and then 
pin their video to full screen. That way, 
you’ll have someone else with whom to 
compare your positions. 

 
6. Generally, each sequence will be 

fairly short.  The caller wants you to be 
successful, and is not going to call long 
sequences while you are standing around. 
Try to pick out the “theme” for the se-
quence. There will most likely be one or 
two featured calls. 

 
7. Prior to starting to call, the Caller will 

mute (silence) everyone’s microphone.  
When you finish a sequence at home, it’s 
polite (and helpful) to applause and/or 
give a thumbs up to show you have com-
pleted the sequence successfully. 

 
8. Each sequence will most likely be 

10-12 minutes. During the break, you can 
either un-mute yourselves and/or the 

caller will unmute everyone (depending on 
how many connections there are).  You 
can also briefly un-mute by holding down 
the space bar. 

 
CAUTION: Since the caller can un-

mute everyone during the break, take note 
whether your mike is open or not before 
off-line discussions or comments.  

 
The host has the ability to record the 

entire dance (or not). Other participants 
may only record with the permission of the 
host. Some Callers also stream the dance 
live on face book.  Make sure you are 
clear on the rules for each dance, and be 
aware the entire world COULD be watch-
ing you. 

 
Don’t be afraid to give Virtual Dancing 

a try. No one is going to criticize you - we 
are happy that you are trying to keep cur-
rent in these trying pandemic times.  Good 
Luck!

LAKE OF THE WOODS

Have the last several months made you feel as if you 
are being swept away by a wave of change?  Do you feel as 
if your square has broken down, and you are not sure what 
to do?  Or are you expecting your square to break down 
the next time you get to dance because you have forgotten 
some of the calls?  Does the need to social distance leave 
you perplexed as to how you could square dance at all?  
Are you wondering if you need a lesson in terminology as 
words such as "Zoom" and "Virtual" have taken on a new 
context.  In addition, at Lake of the Woods there are a lot 
of rules/ restrictions to follow regarding use of the facilities 
as the passing of time moves everyone through Phases 
One, Two, or Three. 

At least thirteen members of our club  members have 
joined Ben Brown on Zoom calls to learn how to dance 
"Virtually".  Past President, Linda Futato has the follow-
ing opinions regarding  her virtual dancing experiences: 

If you have not had the opportunity to try virtual 
square dancing via a video conferencing program such as 
Zoom, I recommend that you find an online, live dance 
to attend. Conferencing programs require that you have 
internet access, an internet accessible device, a micro-
phone, and a camera. (If you have a smart phone, tablet 
or computer that meet these requirements, you should be 
able to attend.) 

To find a virtual dance, you can search the internet for 
"virtual square dance".  You can also find dances on Face-
book by searching for square dance groups.  Local clubs 
and callers may also provide information about virtual 
square dances. 

Virtual square dancing is fabulous!  There is no travel 
time, no mask requirement, no concern about contracting 
any type of viral infectious disease including the common 
cold.  In addition, there is the option of dancing with 
callers located anywhere in the world. 

My husband and I have attended several virtual dances 
with our SVSARDA friends on Tuesday evenings.  Caller 
Ben Brown calls dances for two couple squares.  To make 
life really interesting, one of the couples is a phantom cou-
ple.  (Dancing with phantoms may be tricky but it also 
increases your awareness of dancer locations within the 
two couple square). 

 The first night via Zoom was a little shaky.  All 
dancers had to get used to dancing with phantoms.  To 
help us out, SVSARDA Presidents, June and Harry Baum, 
emailed Ben's calls to us so that we could practice before 
the dance.  Ben also walked us through some of the more 
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challenging calls.  Just like traditional square dancing, once 
you get the hang of it, it is really fun! 

It is also fun for everyone to see all of their square 
dance friends via computer screens.  We have to take turns 
speaking so as not to talk over each other, but spontaneous 
wild cracks still add to the fun.   

It makes sense to me that two phantom dancing could 
evolve into virtual dancing with two couples and eventu-
ally with a complete square.  Although there is really no 
way for a caller to watch the entire screen virtual dancing 
is a great way to  keep square dancing fresh. For clubs with 
smaller memberships or expensive location rentals, Zoom 
or other video conferencing programs will allow smaller 
clubs to join virtual dances hosted by another  club.  Al-
though there would still be a fee for the caller and the cost 
of the video conferencing program, the overall cost would 
still be cheaper than rental of brick and mortar spaces.   

Linda Futato hopes to see you all across a virtual 
square!
